{...BY PUBLIC
TRANSPORTATION

The bus is the cheapest way to get
to the city centre. The disadvantage
may be that you need to buy a bus
ticket paid in Czech crowns or with
credit card. To get the cash, you can
use ATMs in the arrival halls of the ai-
rport. Or you can buy the actual ticket
directly in a kiosk or at the information
counter in both arrival halls (open from
7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.). Furthermore,
in the vending machines, located next
to the bus stop, or directly from the bus
driver (it will cost you a few crowns
more). The ticket price is 32 CZK for
a transfer ticket, with which you can
freely switch among bus, tram and
subway for 90 minutes. On the shorter
distance and duration of 30 minutes
you can use the ticket for 24 CZK (with
this ticket, however, it is not allowed to
switch among the types of transport). If
you have more luggages, you will pay
16 Czech crowns extra.

BUS # 119

This is the most likely choice for most
people because the BUS # 119 pro-
vides the fastest connection to the
historic city centre. Depending on the
time of day, the bus runs every 7-20
minutes and gets you to subway line
A. After boarding remember to ,click”
the ticket. Get off at the station Ve-
leslavin (journey from the airport to
the subway takes about 15 minutes).
Subway entrance is located few steps
from the bus stop. The bus runs from
4:23 a.m. until 11:45 p.m. at night.

BUS # 100

BUS # 100 connects the airport with
the subway line B, get off at the fi-
nal stop, which is called Zli¢in. BUS
# 100 runs every 15 minutes throu-
ghout the day and every 30 minutes
after 7 p.m. The ride takes about 18
minutes, but expect another 20-mi-
nute subway ride, if your goal is to
get to the city centre (Zli€in is the fi-
nal stop of subway line B). Bus runs
5:41 a.m. to 11:36 p.m. hours.

AIRPORT EXPRESS BUS

Airport Express Bus service conne-
cts the airport with the Prague’s Main
Railway Station and runs every 30
minutes and the journey takes about
35 minutes. You can use the Pra-
gue public transport fares or special
fares: Tickets for AE can be bought
only from the driver for 60 crowns (no
additional charge for luggage). AE
runs 5:30 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.

TRAVELLING AT NIGHT

If you have to use public transport
at night, the best option is the BUS
# 510, which runs between midnight
and 3:26 a.m. and connects the ai-
rport with stop at Divoka Sarka.

Florenc is the central bus station.

That is why we re-
commend the use so-called P + R
(Park and Ride) parking lot, located
close to all major highways.

5. SUBWAY

The Prague subway consists of
three lines - A (green), B (yellow)
and C (red). Subway in Prague is
designed so that it gets you to all
historically and logistically important
locations (or at least near).

FRACTS & INFO

For over 1000 years, Prague has
served as the political, cultural and
economic centre of the Czech sta-
te. Having been the seat of two Holy
Roman Emperors during the gothic
and renaissance periods, it also had
the status of the Holy Roman Empire
capital. Prague’s history commenced
in the year 870, although evidence
shows the area had been inhabited
since the Stone Age. The city flouris-
hed during the 14th century, under the
reign of King Charles IV, who, among
other deeds, ordered the building of
the famous Charles Bridge or Saint
Vitus Cathedral, the oldest gothic ca-
thedral in central Europe, and Char-
les University, the oldest university
in central Europe. Prague was then
the third-largest city in Europe. Now
home to some 1.2 million inhabitants,
Prague became the capital of the
newly set up Czechoslovakia in 1918,
with the end of WW | and the dissolu-
tion of the Austro-Hungarian Empire.
In 1992, Prague’s historic center be-
came a UNESCO world heritage site,
and is currently one of the world's
most popular tourist destinations.

Ithough you won’t find

any Hollywood movie

stars in the Czech stre-

ets, many of them were

filming here. So you can
make a picture of Czech sites that adorn
alot of famous Hollywood movies.

We have to Start with the blockbuster
Mission: Impossible from 1996 with
Tom Cruise in the lead role. It was the
first major Hollywood production that
visited Prague and the filmmakers had
used a number of gorgeous Prague sce-
nes. The party at the embassy was filmed
at the National Museum, the escape from
modern glass restaurant (cover photo)
on the Old Town Square. In this case, ho-
wever, keep in mind that the restaurant
itself doesn’t exist — it was made just for
the purpose of filming the movie.

After 15 years the production of Missi-
on: Impossible returned to Prague, this
with the fourth chapter — Ghost Protocol.
They used the Main Railway Station (the
openin%l scene with killed agent) or the
corner house in the street P$trossova 17,
where Ethan Hunt ran from the police.

In 2002 Anthony Hopkins and Chris Rock
visited Prague together to shoot an action
thriller Bad Company. Rock was chased

by bad guys in Thun Street in Lesser Town
(Mala Strana), Hopkins’ agent went to he-
lim him through Castle stairs (Zdmecké
schody). Together they went to the Ca-
stle Square. They also used the Shooter’s
Island (Strelecky ostrov) in the Old Town
(the scene with atomic bomb dealer).

Even the legendary vampire slayer
Blade used the streets of Prague in his
second adventure movie. From the en-
trance next to the pizzeria in the Soko-
lovska Street, the filmmakers made a
vampire blood bank. And for the seat of
vampire family Damaskinos they used
secluded place of Vanickova Street.

Prague had a key role in the action movie
of Vin Diesel xXx filmed in 2002. Begi-
nning of the movie was shot on the Old
Town Square (the producers managed to
depopulate it, which was almost an im
possible task), then the camera wande-
red the Tynska Street, the Powder Gate,
the Republic Square and the seat of the
Czech philharmonic - Rudolfinum.

In 2004 our country was visited by Wolve-
rine — Hugh Jackman, in those times wi-
thout his comic book claws, but with his
long coat and hat as Van Helsing. The ba-
ttle in the village with three brides of Dra-
cula (probably the best part of the movie)
was filmed at the Kunratice Castle in Pra-
gue 4. Then the hero walks the street Na
Kampé under the Charles Bridge, where
one of the brides offers him a trade. The
magnificent ball of vampires was filmed
in the Saint Nicholas Church.

This list of Hollywood hits, which inclu-
ded Prague to its scenes, naturally doesn’t
end. Furthermore, there were shot movies
like The Bourne Identity (street Kampa,
street of Political prisoners, the Senovazna
square) or A Knight's Tale (Prague Castle,
the Charles Bridge). Before the walk in
our metropolis we recommend to watch
all of these mentioned movies.

n 1842 a new method
of brewing beer began
in Pilsen and it was a
success. A certain Jakub
Pinkas, who made his
living as a tailor in Prague, heard about
it. After tasting a delicious drink, it was
not left out. He left the original profession
and founded a pub called U Pinkasii, in
which the door was not closed since then.

Over the years, the place has literally be-
come a legend for a dewy beet lovers. Not
only ordinary people, but also prominent
Czech personalities such as the first presi-
dent of the Czechoslovak Republic, Tomas
Garrigue Masaryk and the writer Bohumil
Hrabal, went to the pub. The restaurant
experienced a lot of exceptional guests
and they all decorate the main corridor,
which brings visitors to several smaller ro-
oms and truly unique garden that you will
not find anywhere else in Prague.

The restaurant offers its services on three
floors, each with its unique designation.
On the right side of the ground floor, in
the so-called House of Commons, as if
time had come to a halt - there is still a
touch of that honest old Czech pub. On
the ground floor there is also Vavfinec's
kitchen, dedicated to the patron saint of

cooks and pastry chefs, where a special
lunch menu is served. If you go down the
stairs to the cellars, you will find the Pinkas
Forman with Gothic-Renaissance foun-
dations. Originally there was a beer cellar
and an ice store called the icehouse, which
served to preserve beer quality. Today it is
a stylish lounge for about 60 guests.

In the underground spaces you will also
find an interesting exhibition on the so-
-called ,Pinkas Nightmare®, which is
running from the Pinkas cellar 45 steps
with 10 tapped beer mugs. What does
it mean? Jakub Pinkas simply filled the
beer mugs directly from the barrels in the
cellar and then brought them out to the
guests. This greatly increased the quality
of the beer served, but required constant
running up and down the stairs. This way
of serving beer, U Pinkasii continued
many years and the waiters were therefo-
re at the end of the shift very tired.

On the first floor you will find the Upper
House, Tailor’s workshop and Brabec's
Lounge, which, thanks to the possible
connection, provide up to 70 seats and
the possibility of banquet or other social
events. In addition, there is a cozy space
called Home, providing additional 44 seats
(with the adjoining lounge 60 if necessa-
ry). In short, U Pinkast has a lot to cho-



ose from, with each part having a specific
atmosphere and concept. The advantage is
clear - if you have a meeting with someone
at U Pinkasti, you won't look for him long,
because he will tell you exactly where he is
sitting. In addition, the concept is a com-
pletely unique project. No other Prague
restaurant offers a similarly rugged space,
which basically uses the whole house.

However, I would not be afraid to call the
summer gothic garden, which is located
between the Church of Virgin Mary of
the Snows and the restaurant itself the
best attraction. Having one cold beer
in the shade of a magnificent church,
founded in 1397, is will truly not happen
every day. Apart from the gothic garden,
another, smaller garden is situated next
to the entrance to the restaurant.

At U Pinkasti you will find traditional
Czech dishes made from recipes from
the time of its beginnings, while meals
are served in all parts of the restaurant. In
the summer months there is a barbecue
on the Gothic garden and there is always
a fantastic atmosphere. Although there
are plenty of places, it is good (especially
on Fridays and Saturdays) to insure your
visit. After all, it is one of the most popu-
lar facilities of its kind in the whole city,
which is not only popular with tourists,
but also Prague citizens themselves.

Does U Pinkast have any weaknesses?
There is one limit in organizing private
events - if you want to go to the place in
100 people, for example, you will not fit
(except the Gothic garden). Individual
places do not have such capacity, but no-
body says that everyone has to sit in one
place (and again has its undisputed charm
to alternate U Pinkast environment).

You can easily find U Pinkast, the restau-
rant is just a few steps from the lower part
of Wenceslas Square. If you want to enjoy
the city to the fullest, a visit to the U Pinka-
st on your ,must-see” list is definitely not
to be missed. It is a place with an atmosphe-
re that other businesses can only dream of.

And there’s also a lot

of commotion. Where
can one enjoy the beauty of the old city
and not have to push and shove through
the crowds of curious visitors? Without
a doubt in Piknik Park.

The recently opened Piknik Park restau-
rant is located in the heart of Mal4 Strana,
just a few steps from Charles Bridge and
Lennon's Wall, right on the banks of Cer-
tovka. Certovka in Prague is a place that
separates Kampa from the rest of Mala
Strana. It is an artificially created water
channel that was built back in the twelfth
century and still astonishes with its beauti-
ful conception. Piknik Park is situated right
at Certovka, so the view is truly unique.

The interior of the enterprise is above re-
proach. It is a new, completely renovated
place, designed with feeling and is quite
intimate. The restaurant and garden holds
a few dozen people, which I personally see
as a great positive. Large businesses give off
a much less personal impression, and one
often feels like they are in a factory cafeteria.

The restaurant menu is focused on Italian
cuisine. This is a somewhat unusual choi-

ce for the center of Prague. But it makes
sense. The pursuit of a typical Czech meal
has become the nonsensical mantra of
many Prague businesses, and the gastro-
nomy has stagnated in recent years as a re-
sult. Not to mention that although Czech
cuisine is excellent without debate and has
many advantages, at the same time it is
very heavy and can't be eaten all the time
(in the sense that one likes to have it out of
curiosity but then prefers something ligh-
ter). The pure Italian cuisine is therefore
a breath of fresh air in Prague, and in this
case also an authentic one. Piknik Park
has two Italian cooks under its thumb, all
the dishes are made of high quality and
fresh ingredients and always according to
the best traditions of Italian cuisine.

Due to the focus on Italian cuisine, it is
not surprising that the beverage menu is-
n't dominated by beer (but of course, it’s
on tap there). On the contrary, wine pla-
ys a primary role, which is delivered by
the Vino Hruska winery. A stylish wine
shop is part of the restaurant and people
can hear the offer there. There is really a
large selection, the wines are delicious,
and if you would like to have a glass with
your meal (or even a few), it would be
a big mistake to go over the offer the-
re and not taste anything. Even though
Czech wines clearly dominate the offer,
there are, of course, also foreign wines.



In spite of its location in the heart of Mald
Strana, Piknik Park does not have any ex-
cessive prices (which also applies to the
wines where a whole bottle is priced in
the hundreds of crowns). What, on the
contrary, Piknik Park has - and it is a real
rarity in these parts - is a year-round gar-
den. Something like that is not common
in Prague, and it's a tremendous shame. Of
course, it is worth visiting the city even in
colder weather, and there is no reason to
hide from it. In order for the garden to be a
year-round garden, it has thermal heaters.

Once again, Picnic Park is out of the ordi-
nary, it is also thanks to the live music on
the terrace (playing every day!). It is usually
created by two musicians (such as a violinist
and a guitar player) which gives the atmo-
sphere of the place a truly unique touch.
It's almost like from a movie - a romantic
retreat in a beautiful city, excellent food,
a candle on the table, and pleasant, uno-
btrusive and yet intoxicating background
music. There is something magical about it.

It's no problem to go without a reservation
to Piknik Park, but if you're preparing to
go there in the evening, a reservation won't
hurt. Due to its location and excellent gas-
tronomy, it’s a place that’s very popular not
only with tourists but also with Prague resi-
dents, despite its short existence.

Of course, it is also possible to rent the
whole space for a private event. However,
in that case it is good to think ahead and
make a reservation in time. In the case of
a reception, you do not have to stick to
Italian cuisine - the chefs will be happy
to hear any of your wishes.

In the Svitavka valley between the
villages of Velenice and Svitava you will
find the largest sandstone underground
in Europe. Currently, there is a speci-
al motorcycle club, which offers rest
to bikers and other tourists. Bikes can
come in! Hell s mines are an extensive
underground space and corridor in the
valley of the Svitavka River in the beau-
tiful Luzické Mountains close to the
Méchovo Lake recreation area. It is loca-
ted between the villages of Velenice and
Svitava, in the foothills of the Lusatian
Mountains. The largest sandstone under-
ground in Europe was created in the 18th
century by sand mining for a factory and
a mirror grinding shop. The total area of
the caves is approximately 3500 m2.

The Konéprusy Caves are the largest
cave system discovered in Bohemia so
far. They originated in Devonian limes-
tones up to 400 million years old. They
are developed in three height levels with
more than 70 m denivation. Their total
length exceeds 2 km, the accessible rou-
te is about 620 m long. The Konéprusy
Caves are only 30 kilometers away from
Prague. The caves can be found near the
village of Konéprusy (by the EXIT 18
motorway and the railway from Prague
to Pilsen, 30 km southwest of Prague and
approximately 12 km from Karlstejn).
